Grade 11 students are encouraged to enroll in a full program in order to expand and broaden their
educational experiences by taking more of tigional courses. However, some students, due to
scheduling restrictions may find themselves with a spare block of time where a compulsory course or
study hall will be assigned.

Grade 12 (students who have completed at least two years of High School)

Students in Grade 12 must be registered in thirteen (13) or more credits in each semester or registered
in sufficient credits to achieve a High School diploma.

This is an integrated academic course that helps students better uashersind apply the fundamental
concepts and skills that are common to Biology, Chemistry, Physics and Earth Science.

Science 14

This course is offered to students who have not been successful in Junior High science courses. The
subject mater dealt with will be selected by the class and teacher in the hope that topics can be found
which are both interesting and relevant to the sards. Grade 10 students wishing to register in this
class will need the recommendation of their Senior High school counsellor.

Biology 30

This comprehensive course deals with the human body and the interactions between the humas spe
and the environment. The topics covered include: hormones, nervous system, reproduction, genetics,
populations and population dynamics. In addition, current biological problems fill out the elective
portion of the course. Laboratory work forms iamportant part of the course throughout.

Chemistry 20

This is an introduction to the basic principles of chemistry. The first half of Chem 20 focuses on:
molecular formulae, names and balancing equations. Mass and mole calculations are usedtasall sta
solutions, as well as gases. The second half of the course extends to less concrete concepts such as:
bonding, properties and the application of the previous two (2) concepts to specialty areas such as
organic chemistry. Labs are used to reinfatoacepts in each unit as well as develop skills and
procedures unique to Chemistry.

Chemistry 30

Core emphasis is placed on energy, electrochemistry aaits and bases. Elective topics could include
kinetics, equilibrium, nuclear chemistry and analgtichemistry.

Physics 20

This course deals with the study of matter and energy and their interactions. The subjects studied
include: motion and force, mechanical energy, circular motion and gravitation, mechanical waves

advised.

Introductory, intermediate, and advanced levels are offered in tlissc At the introductory level,
students must complete some basic prescribed modules. Required modules are keyboarding, word
processing, spreadsheets, power point, and graphic tools. In the intermediate and advanced levels
students have more flexibii to choose which module they wish to take.

In addition to the Information Processing modules there may be some opportunity to take some
Communication Technology modules such as AV productions, animation, and digital design.

With each completes module sients will receive one credit. All components of the module must be
completed satisfactorily to receive the credit.

If you select CTS Lab 1, you will be in the wood/ceramics lab for the semester. You will be expected
cover a minimum of three (3) different areas during the semester. You will be in class five days a week
for 80 minutes a day.

As well, they develop skills in many other
customer senges which constitute cosmetology. Cosmetology is broken up into 5 different levels that a
student may pursue through out their high school career:

Cosmetology 10: Introduction LeveThis course provides an introduction to basic theory as well as
basicpractical techniques of hairstyling with various tools, braiding and knotting, hair and scalp care,
basic skin care, and basic manicures.

The students are given a brief introduction into basic nutrition and establishing sensible eating habits.
The principles of basic cooking and meal planning are covered in preparation of various foods including
breads/cereals, fruit/'vegetablespilk/eggs, meat and alternatives. If studente aegistered for a

second year, they will study nutrition in more detail, learning how to plan menus for various health
problems. They use more advanced cooking techniques in the preparation of pastkes, lm@ads,

and main course dishes, international foods and Canadian food heritage. The course also includes
kitchen designing and the study of ethnic foods. Third year students will focus on nutrition studies that
cover prenatal nutrition, cancer anti¢ diet, special diets and weight reduction. Cooking techniques
cover creative cooking, food service, entertaining with food and cake decorating. A module is designed
for careers in the food industry and kitchen designing.
